Committee in July 2022. The Joint Health and Safety Committee has not been provided the results of this study.

1) Section 9(18)(e) states that the committee has the power to: obtain information from the constructor or
employer concerning the conducting or taking of tests of any equipment, machine, device, article, thing,
material or biological, chemical or physical agent in or about a workplace for the purpose of occupational
health and safety.
