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SURVEY 2 RESULTS
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RESULTS - LAYOUT

« Following the first Public Information Centre on December 7t 2021 an
online survey was released for the community to vote on their
preferred layout, mini dry play area features, various water play
features and shade structure. Layout Option 1 received the most
votes.
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RESULTS - MINI DRY PLAY AREA

« All dry play elements were generally ‘liked’ more than ‘disliked’;
however, kinetic wobble board, logs and communications board were
the top 3.

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RESULTS - SHADE STRUCTURE

« The single leaf shade structure received the most votes.

* Niwasa has provided invaluable guidance and feedback through the
design process as the community expressed a desire to include
aspects of Indigenous culture and natural elements in the design of
the spray pad through the first survey.

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COLLABORATION WITH NIWASA

« Words written in Ojibwe, Mohawk and English have been engraved in
the concrete throughout the spray pad in close proximity to the item in
nature they represent. The representation of Indigenous languages in
the spray pad honours the nations who lived and travelled these lands
and waterways and the First Nation, Métis and Inuit residents who
reside in Hamilton today.

» City staff and the design team continues to work with Niwasa on
signage that will be included within the spray pad area.
