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1 Introduction

This report summarizes the public feedback related to Public Consultation Centre #1 (PCC) of
the pre-planning for the new downtown Hamilton Transit (HSR) Bus Maintenance and Storage
Facility (MSF). The event was hosted by the City of Hamilton.

The PCC was held on Tuesday, March 26, 2019 at the Bernie Morelli Recreation Centre (876
Cannon St. E., Hamilton) from 6:00 to 8:00 p.m. The event followed a drop-in format, and was
the first public consultation event for the project.

The purpose of the PCC was to:

o Introduce the study to the public and other stakeholders;

° Review alternative site concepts for the MSF;

° Provide an opportunity to participate in the planning and decision making process;
and,

° Provide comments to the City of Hamilton, HSR, and the consultants, 1Bl Group.

1.1  Project Background

The City of Hamilton is proceeding with the design of a new downtown bus MSF for use by the
HSR (Exhibit 1.1). The purpose of the project is to provide maintenance and storage capacity for
additional buses which are required to enhance transit service across Hamilton. The facility will
include a storage area, a maintenance garage, administrative offices, and staff parking.

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1.2  Transit Project Assessment Process

The project is currently in the “pre-planning” phase of the Ontario Transit Project Assessment
Process (TPAP) as per Ontario Regulation 231/08 (Exhibit 1.2). The TPAP is an approved
environmental assessment process that includes consultation, assessment of potential impacts,
identification of measures to mitigate the effects, and the completion of an environmental project
report. The TPAP consultation period is planned to start in spring 2019. A formal notice of
commencement for the TPAP will be issued at that time.

2 Notification of Public Consultation Centre

Notice of the PCC was provided to potentially interested stakeholders, local residents, and the
broader public through a variety of channels.

o Letters to Property Owners and Occupants: a notice was mailed to all property
owners and occupants within 30 meters of the study area on March 8, 2019 (178
total);

o Project Website: a notice was posted on the project website* on March 12, 2019;

° City of Hamilton Public Meetings Calendar: the PCC was added to the City's
Public Meetings and Consultation? calendar; and,

° Social Media: tweets were sent from the HSR Twitter account on March 22 and 26,
2019, and from the Ward 3 Councillor’s account on March 25, 2019.

3 Information Presented

The PCC was set-up as a drop-in, open house format (Exhibit 3.1). Representatives from the
City of Hamilton, HSR, Ward 3 Councillor's Office, and IBI Group were present to talk with
attendees and answer questions.

A set of 21 presentation boards were arranged in an easy-to-view format, and provided
information on the study process, selection of the preferred alternative, and information on the
completed and ongoing technical studies (Exhibit 3.2).

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4 Attendance

A total of 28 individuals signed-in at the PCC. Based on the information provided on the sign-in
sheets, attendees included local residents, members of local neighbourhood associations and
community groups, local business owners, employees of the City and HSR, and other interested
persons. 3

Attendees were able to participate by:

o Attending the PCC and discussing concerns with members of the project team and
other representatives in-person;

° Completing a comment sheet available at the PCC and submitting it in-person, or
by mail/lemail after the event;

° Submitting comments, questions, or feedback before or after the PCC by email,
mail, or telephone. The deadline for submitting comments to be part of this report
was Friday April 12, 2019.

A total of 9 project team representatives attended, including staff from the City of Hamilton and
HSR (4), the Ward 3 Councillors Office (3, including the Councillor), and IBI Group (2).

5 Comments and Questions Received

The comments received at the PCC are summarized in Section 5.1, while feedback received
outside of the event is documented in Section 5.2.

Follow-up emails were sent to all individuals that submitted questions at the PCC and provided
contact details on their comment sheet. Responses were provided to everyone who submitted
feedback outside of the event and provided contact information.

51 Comments Received at PCC #1

Eight comment sheets were submitted at the PCC. The sheet asked two open-ended questions:
1. Do you have any comments on the facility design?

2. Do you have any other issues or concerns about the proposed downtown Hamilton
Transit Bus Maintenance and Storage Facility?

The feedback received has been classified into themes under each question. Copies of the
comment sheets received are provided in Appendix C.

Responses to the question: Do you have any comments on the facility design?

Site Concept Selection
° Site C is the preferable design.
o Plan C is an excellent design.

° Wish site could have been located north of Burlington Street, however the use of
these lands could have been worse.

° It will accommodate more buses.
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Environmental

o Solar panels should be considered for the building.

° Design looks great. How about solar panels.

Public Art

o Space should be left for public art/sculpture related to the history of transit in
Hamilton.

° Add space for a historical fleet or a transit museum to promote HSR history.

o Public art would be a nice feature.

Traffic

° Will buses be travelling on Birch to access the garage?

° What is the estimated number of buses per day?

o What hours will buses be travelling at?

o Concerns that increased traffic on Birch will result in trucks detouring onto local
streets.

Responses to the question: Do you have any other issues or concerns about the
proposed downtown Hamilton Transit Bus Maintenance and Storage Facility?

Questions

° Is there an impact on the dog park?

° Will it affect the hydro right-of-way from Barton to Birch? (greenspace)

o What is the impact on two-way conversion of Birch from Barton to Burlington?

General Comments
o Looks great. Well planned.

o Should have expanded the original 330 Wentworth Street North facility that was
built in 1988.

5.2 Other Comments Received

The comment period was open until Friday April 12, 2019. Six additional submissions were
received via e-mail and telephone. These comments are summarized by theme in this section.

Environmental

o Consideration for alternatives to grass in the green space around the facility.

° Use of the spot allocated for future expansion as a field of wild natural plants rather
than cement.

° Believes the area is too polluted and this MSF will increase pollution and noise.

° Has concerns that the bus garage will damage the aesthetics of downtown
Hamilton.

May 3, 2019
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Community Uses and Benefits

o Expansion of the green space to include greater community access, via benches,
seating area.

o Consideration for Infrastructure Canada’s Community Employment Benefits
General Guidance.

° Community Space in the open office area.

o Daycare facilities for staff and community use.

o Supports expanded transit service in Hamilton.

° Prefers that the site be converted into a park.

Public art.

o Incorporate public art.

Traffic

o Has seen large trucks park on the street with their engines running. Has concerns

that buses will do the same.

° Bicycle storage for staff.

6 Key Findings

The key findings of the review indicate that:

° There is support for Alternative ‘C’ from those who provided feedback. This
was the preferred site concept based on the Project Team'’s evaluation.

° Opportunities to incorporate sustainability features and measures should
continue to be investigated as design of the preferred site concept progresses.
Features that were identified include alternative energies, sustainable landscaping,
and bike storage.

° Minimizing impacts to greenspace is important to the community. Based on
the comments received, there is concern about the potential loss of greenspace as
a result of the facility. The dog park to the south and the hydro corridor to the east
were two areas of particular concern. Some comments indicate that the publicly
accessible greenspace should be increased.

° There are concerns about the potential impacts to traffic, noise, and air
quality. These technical studies are ongoing and their findings will be shared at
the next public consultation centre later in 2019.

° It is desirable to include community benefits in the facility, such as art or
publicly accessible interior or exterior spaces. ldeas were raised for making
areas of the site accessible and including features that the public could enjoy. This
included incorporating public art on the site, community meeting rooms in the
facility, and making peripheral greenspace accessible to the public.
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7 Summary

Valuable feedback was received through the question and answer period at the PCC, the
comments sheets that were submitted, and through emails sent to the project team members. All
feedback will be considered and will help inform the subsequent phases of the study. Further
input will be sought at the next Public Consultation Centre in spring/summer 2019.

This memo is in response to your e-mail dated March 10, 2019 requesting additional information
regarding the Hamilton Transit Maintenance and Storage Facility (MSF) project. If you require
additional information, please contact me at Shaba.Shringi@hamilton.ca.

Location of Project and Features

The site is located in Hamilton, Ontario, within the Keith/Industrial Sector B Neighbourhood. The
limits of the proposed project site are:

o Hillyard Street to the west;

° Brant Street to the north;
° The Birch Avenue hydro corridor to the east; and,
° Rosemary Avenue/the existing 330 Wentworth Public Works Facilities to the south.

A map of the site is shown in Exhibit 1 below.

Hamilton Harbour
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Archaeological Sites

A Stage 1 Archaeological Assessment was completed in February 2013 by Archaeological
Services Inc (ASI). That assessment concluded:

° The lands do not retain archaeological potential and do not require further
archaeological assessment; and,

o No archaeological site or sites are registered within 1 km of the study area.

The Stage 1 Archaeological Assessment was entered into the Ministry of Tourism, Culture and
Sport Register (MTCS PIF P094-160-2012).

Cultural Heritage

A Cultural Heritage Assessment was completed in August 2012 by ASI. A cluster of industrial
buildings located at the southern terminus of Hillyard Street were identified as a potential
Cultural Heritage Landscape. The portion of the cluster on the east side of Hillyard St., known
municipally as 2 Hillyard St., forms part of the project site. Since that time, the buildings were
removed. Therefore, no cultural heritage resources remain on the project site.

The Cultural Heritage Assessment identified the following resources and landscapes within close
proximity to the site; no direct impacts are anticipated to these resources due to the Transit
Maintenance and Storage Facility project:

° A building at 350 Wentworth was identified as a potential Built Heritage Resource;

° The CN rail corridor to the south of the site has been identified as a potential
Cultural Heritage Landscape; and,

o The CN rail bridge over Birch Avenue to the southeast of the site has been
identified as a potential Built Heritage Resource.
Natural Features

A Phase 2 Environmental Site Assessment (May 2017) did not identify any areas of natural
significance on the Site or within 30 m of the site boundaries.

The assessment indicates that prior to the 1890s, the site was located within the Sherman Inlet,
and consisted primarily of submerged lands and wetlands. Sometime between the early 1900s
and 1930s/40s, the Sherman Inlet was infilled, creating the site. Since then, the site and the
surrounding area has been continuously used for a variety of industrial uses, including rail
transportation, warehousing, manufacturing, scrap metal storage, and fleet storage.

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High Level Description of the Proposed Project

The purpose of this project is to increase bus maintenance and storage capacity for existing and
new buses which are required to improve transit service across Hamilton. The existing Mountain
Transit Centre MSF is operating over-capacity and cannot support the expanded transit service
envisioned in the Transportation Master Plan (2018), Ten Year Local Transit Strategy (2015)
and Rapid Ready plans (2013).

The proposed facility will include:

° Indoor storage for 200 standard bus equivalents (SBESs), with future expansion for
300 SBEs (1 SBE = 1 standard 40-foot conventional bus);

° A 30 bay maintenance area;

o Supporting functions such as cleaning, washing, painting and body work;

° Functional program space for staff, including offices, reception, meeting rooms,
training areas, and lunch rooms;

° An above ground parking structure with approximately 330 employee spaces;

° Landscaped areas; and,

° Natural gas compressor station and back-up generators.

Technical studies will be conducted to assess and mitigate potential impacts related to:

° Traffic conditions- potential for increased traffic resulting from employees travelling
to/from work, and buses starting/ending service at the facility;

° Air Quality- potential impacts resulting from new emitting sources associated with
the facility (e.g. heating, vehicles operating on-site); and,

° Noise and Vibration- potential impacts from new noises sources (e.g. buses, on-site
equipment, HVAC).

231/08 under the Environmental Assessment Act. O. Reg 231/08 identifies the MTCS interest in cultural
heritage resources. Cultural heritage resources include:

e Archaeological resources, including land and marine;
e Built heritage resources, including bridges and monuments; and,
e Cultural heritage landscapes.

Under the TPAP, the proponent is required to consider whether its proposed transit project could a have
potential negative impact on the environment. Under the process an objection can be submitted to the
Ministry of the Environment, Conservation and Parks (MECP) about a matter of provincial importance that
relates to the natural environment or has cultural heritage value or interest.”* The MECP expects a transit
project proponent to make reasonable efforts to avoid, prevent, mitigate or protect matters of provincial
importance.

The MECP’s Guide to Environmental Assessment Requirements for Transit Projects (Transit Guide)
provides guidance to proponents on how to meet the requirements of O.Reg 231/08. The Transit Guide
encourages proponents to obtain information and input from appropriate government agency technical
representatives before starting the TPAP to assist in meeting the timelines specified in the regulation,
including the submission of a draft Environmental Project Report (EPR) for review and comment prior to
issuing a Notice of Commencement.

Among the pre-planning activities outlined in Section 4.1 of the Transit Guide, a proponent is advised to
conduct studies to:
¢ identify existing baseline environmental conditions;
e identify project-specific location or alignment (including construction staging, land requirements);
and,
e identify expected environmental impacts and proposed measures to mitigate potential negative
impacts.

This letter provides advice on how to incorporate consideration of cultural heritage in the above mentioned
pre-planning activities, and also expands on section 3.4 of the Transit Guide by outlining the technical

1 The MECP’s Guide to Environmental Assessment Requirements for Transit Projects states that “when dealing with
any property of cultural heritage value or interest, “provincial importance” is not restricted to property meeting the
criteria as set out under the Ontario Heritage Act in Ontario Regulation 10/06, Criteria for Determining Cultural
Heritage Value or Interest of Provincial Significance.”

studies and level of detail required to address the cultural heritage component for transit projects that are
covered by O.Reg 231/08. The outcomes and recommendations of the studies will be reported in the draft
EPR and form the basis for any future commitments outlined in the EPR.

Project Summary

The City of Hamitlon is proposing a new bus maintenance and storage facility for use by the Hamilton
Transit (HSR) on Birch Avenue. The purpose of the project is to increase maintenance and storage capacity
for existing and new buses. The facility will include a storage area, a maintenance garage, administrative
offices, and staff parking.

Identifying Cultural Heritage Resources
While some cultural heritage resources may have already been formally identified, others may be identified
through screening and evaluation.

Indigenous communities may have knowledge that can contribute to the identification of cultural heritage
resources, and we suggest that any engagement with Indigenous communities includes a discussion about
known or potential cultural heritage resources that are of value to them.

Municipal Heritage Committees, historical societies and other local heritage organizations may also have
knowledge that contributes to the identification of cultural heritage resources.

Archaeological Resources (Land and Marine, if applicable)
MTCS recommends that, as a best practice, a combined Stage 1-2 archaeological assessment (AA) be
completed for the entire study area during the pre-planning phase.

At a minimum, a Stage 1 AA will be undertaken for the entire study area during the pre-planning phase.
The results of the Stage 1 AA will inform the TPAP and will be summarized in the draft EPR. If the Stage 1
AA recommends further AA(s), then MTCS recommends that further stages of AA be completed as early
as possible during the planning or design phase of the project, and prior to the completion of detailed
design.

Archaeological assessments are required to be undertaken by an archaeologist licenced under the Ontario
Heritage Act, who is responsible for submitting the report directly to MTCS for review.

The EPR must include specific information from the AA report(s). The Executive Summary of each AA
report provides a brief summary of the work completed and the recommendations for next steps, whether
for further archaeological assessment, in which case the report will include a map that identifies those
areas, or for no further assessment. The EPR must also include clear commitments to undertake the
recommended AA and a timeline for their completion.

Built Heritage Resources and Cultural Heritage Landscapes
A Cultural Heritage Report: Existing Conditions and Preliminary Impact Assessment will be undertaken for
the entire study area during the pre-planning phase to inform the TPAP. This study will:

1. Identify existing baseline cultural heritage conditions within the study area. The consultants
preparing the Cultural Heritage Report report will need to define a study area and explain their
rationale. MTCS recommends that the study area for the report include, at minimum, the project
footprint and adjacent properties. Alternatively, the study area may include the project footprint and
a study zone that is located immediately beside the footprint and extends a certain distance. The
report will include a historical summary of the development of the study area and will identify all
known or potential built heritage resources and cultural heritage landscapes in the study area.
MTCS has developed screening criteria that may assist with this exercise: Criteria for Evaluating
for Potential Built Heritage Resources and Cultural Heritage Landscapes.

2. ldentify preliminary potential project-specific impacts on the known and potential built heritage
resources and cultural heritage landscapes that have been identified. The report should include a
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description of the anticipated impact to each known or potential built heritage resource or cultural
heritage landscape that has been identified.

3. Propose and recommend measures to avoid or mitigate potential negative impacts to known or
potential cultural heritage resources. The proposed mitigation measures are to inform the next
steps of project planning and design.

Where a known or potential built heritage resource or cultural heritage landscape may be directly
and adversely impacted?, and where it has not yet been evaluated for Cultural Heritage Value or
Interest (CHVI), completion of a Cultural Heritage Evaluation Report (CHER) is required to fully
understand its CHVI and level of significance. The CHER must be completed within the TPAP . If
a built heritage resource or cultural heritage landscape is found to be of CHVI, then a Heritage
Impact Assessment (HIA) will be undertaken by a qualified person. The HIA will be completed in
consultation with MTCS and the proponent as early as possible during detail design, following the
TPAP.

While some cultural heritage landscapes are contained within individual property boundaries,
others span across multiple properties. For certain cultural heritage landscapes, it will be more
appropriate for the CHER and HIA to include multiple properties, in order to reflect the extent of
that cultural heritage landscape in its entirety.

More detailed advice on how to document some of the information above is attached to this letter.

Technical heritage studies will be undertaken by a qualified person who has expertise, recent experience,
and knowledge relevant to the type of cultural heritage resources being considered and the nature of the
activity being proposed.

The findings of the above-mentioned studies should be summarized as part of the EPR discussion of
existing conditions, impact assessment, mitigation, and future commitments. Commitments for further
studies should clearly state what is to be done, who is responsible for implementation, and when.

(Draft) Environmental Project Report
The draft EPR should be shared with MTCS before the Notice of Commencement of the TPAP process, so
that the ministry may review and provide input.

Thank you for your letter dated March 27, 2019 regarding the Hamilton Transit Bus Maintenance and

Storage Facility.

As we prepare for the Transit Project Assessment Process (TPAP), we are considering cultural
heritage resources including archaeological potential, built heritage, and cultural heritage landscapes.
The City understands that cultural heritage is a matter of provincial importance as defined in Ontario
Regulation 231/08. The project team intends to circulate a draft Environmental Project Report to the

Ministry of Tourism, Culture and Sport in the next month or two, before initiating the formal TPAP.

The location of the proposed Bus Maintenance and Storage Facility has been previously studied as
a potential site for the Hamilton LRT B-Line Maintenance and Storage Facility. The findings of these
studies are summarized below and will form part of the Environmental Project Report. In advance of
that draft Environmental Project Report, | have enclosed relevant reports for your early review related

to cultural heritage.

A map of the project location is attached for your reference, showing the Study Area (shaded yellow)
with existing municipal street addresses. Note that the proposed site includes 10 Hillyard Street, 70
Brant Street, 80 Brant Street, and 2 Hillyard Street. The City of Hamilton currently owns these

properties with the exception of 70 Brant Street.



Archaeological Resources

A Stage 1 Archaeological Assessment was completed in 2013 by Archaeological Services Inc. as
part of a previous environmental assessment for the entire study area. This assessment included 10

Hillyard Street, 70 Brant Street, 80 Brant Street, and 2 Hillyard Street, among others.

The study area is located on the former Sherman Inlet, which was part of the original Hamilton
Harbour shoreline. Over the course of the nineteenth and twentieth centuries the area experienced
substantial change and development, including the infill of the Sherman Inlet and complete alteration

of the Hamilton Harbour shoreline, as well as industrial, commercial and residential development.

The Stage 1 Archaeological Assessment found that no archaeological sites have been registered
within 1 km of the study area. Due to extensive and deep land alterations, the Stage 1 Archaeological
Assessment concluded that the study area lands do not retain any archaeological potential, and do

not require further archaeological assessment.

Built Heritage Resources and Cultural Heritage Landscapes

A Cultural Heritage Assessment was completed in 2012 by Archaeological Services Inc. as part of a
previous environmental assessment, for a portion of 80 Brant Street, 2 Hillyard Street, and other
properties to the south of the current project site. Properties north of the former rail spur were not
included in this assessment: 10 Hillyard Street, 70 Brant Street, and a portion of 80 Brant Street and
arail bridge over Birch Avenue. The 2012 ASI study identified 2 Hillyard Street as part of a previously
identified cultural heritage landscape. However, since the time of the study, that site and 80 Brant

Street were both demolished, with all trees removed and environmental remediation of soil completed.

The properties at 10 Hillyard Street and 70 Brant Street were both screened in 2018 by WSP for
cultural heritage potential using the Ministry of Tourism, Culture and Sport’s Criteria for Evaluating
Potential for Built Heritage Resources and Cultural Heritage Landscapes (2016). Through this
screening process it was confirmed that these two properties do not have potential for cultural

heritage value or interest.

The Birch Avenue rail bridge was identified as having potential cultural heritage value or interest in
the 2012 ASI assessment. However, the Maintenance and Storage Facility does not directly impact
the bridge, which is located over Birch Avenue beyond the eastern limit of proposed construction.
The rail bridge was constructed between 1914 and 1920 and is owned and maintained by the City of

Hamilton. The bridge is no longer in use, and the rail line connected to the bridge has been removed.



A Cultural Heritage Evaluation Report and Heritage Impact Assessment were completed in 2017 by
Stantec for the Birch Avenue rail bridge (also referred to as Bridge 331). The Cultural Heritage
Evaluation Report determined that the bridge has Cultural Heritage Value or Interest Class C structure
under Ontario Regulation 9/06, and moderate heritage value under the Hamilton Bridge Guidelines.
Subsequently, the Cultural Heritage Impact Assessment was completed since eventual removal of
the bridge is an option the City is considering. The Heritage Impact Assessment identified potential
mitigation measures including retaining the bridge as a heritage monument, or full documentation and
salvage under direction of a Cultural Heritage Specialist in good professional standing with the
Canadian Association of Heritage Professionals. The City’s decision on the future of the bridge is not

related to the proposed Maintenance and Storage Facility.

We appreciate your early review and comments on this material, as we continue to prepare the draft
Environmental Project Report for circulation. If a teleconference would assist in guiding you through

the project, please let me know.
